Re: Growth Management Plan Amendment to the Capital Improvement Element 

 
Revisions have been made to update the Capital Improvement Element (CIE) of the Growth 
Management Plan to be consistent with the requirements of Section 163.3177 Florida Statues, 
which requires local governments to update the Capital Improvements Schedule on a yearly 
basis.   The CIE revision consists of updates to the data and analysis required by Florida law and 
revisions to the Capital Improvement Schedule.  The data and analysis consists of the public 
facilities capacity analysis and revenue and expenditure projections.   
 
The Capital Improvement Schedule was revised to reflect planned and programmed projects for 
the five year period of 2009 through 2013.  This amendment also consists of a revision to 
Educational Facilities Element Policy EDU-2F to adopt the most recent version of the Miami-
Dade County Public Schools District Facilities Work Program, dated September, 2009.  A copy of 
page EF-4 of the Educational Facilities Element, with the revisions made is also included with 
this application. 
 
The primary purpose of the CIE update is to stay abreast of the facility needs of the community 
and to ensure that the deficiencies as well as the improvements identified in the other elements 
of the comprehensive plan are programmed and corrected accordingly over time.  The Town’s 
Growth Management Plan was determined by the State to be fully in compliance on October 28, 
2008. 
 

Staff recommends adoption of an amendment to the Capital Improvement Element of the Town 
of Cutler Bay Growth Management Plan in compliance with State requirements to update the 
capital improvement schedule on a yearly basis.

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ORDINANCE NO. 10- _____ 
 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND TOWN COUNCIL OF 
THE TOWN OF CUTLER BAY, FLORIDA, ADOPTING THE 
ANNUAL UPDATE TO THE CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS 
ELEMENT WITHIN THE TOWN’S COMPREHENSIVE PLAN; 
PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING AN 
EFFECTIVE DATE. 

 
 WHEREAS, local governments are annually required to update the capital improvements 
element contained in their comprehensive plans in order to ensure that the required level of service 
standard for the public facilities listed in Section 163.3180, Florida Statutes is achieved and 
maintained over the planning period; and  
  
 WHEREAS, the Town of Cutler Bay (the “Town”) Town Council, sitting in its capacity as 
the Local Planning Agency, has recommended approval of the proposed amendments to the Capital 
Improvements Element of the Town’s Comprehensive Plan (“Comprehensive Plan”); and  
  
 WHEREAS, the Town Council finds that this update to the Capital Improvements Element 
is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan; and  
  
 WHEREAS, the Town Council hereby finds that adoption of this Ordinance is in the best 
interest and welfare of the residents of the Town.   
  
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND TOWN COUNCIL 
OF THE TOWN OF CUTLER BAY, FLORIDA: 
 
 Section 1.   Recitals Adopted.  That the recitals set forth above are true and correct and 
incorporated herein by this reference.  
 
 Section 2.   Adoption of the Capital Improvements Element Update.  That the Town 
Council hereby amends the Capital Improvements Schedule contained in the Capital Improvements 
Element of the Town of Cutler Bay Comprehensive Plan, with the updated Capital Improvement 
Schedule, which is attached to this Ordinance as Exhibit “A.”  
   

Section 3.   Conflicts.  That all ordinances or Code provisions in conflict herewith are 
hereby repealed. 

 
 Section 4.   Severability.  That the provisions of this Ordinance are declared to be 
severable, and if any section, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance shall for any reason be held 
to be invalid or unconstitutional, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining sections, 
sentences, clauses, and phrases of this Ordinance but they shall remain in effect, it being the legislative 
intent that this Ordinance shall stand notwithstanding the invalidity of any part. 

 
Section 5. Effective Date.  That this Ordinance shall be effective immediately upon 

passage by the Town Council on second reading, except that the effective date of these plan 
amendments approved by this Ordinance shall be the date a final order is issued by the Department 
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of Community Affairs or Administration Council finding the plan amendments in compliance in 
accordance with Section 163.3184, Florida Statutes, whichever occurs earlier.  The Department of 
Community Affairs notice of intent to find the plan amendments in compliance shall be deemed to 
be a final order if no timely petition challenging the plan amendments is filed.
